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Abstract

Each contributed paper must be accompanied by a short abstract (max 10 lines) which describes the subject and key findings from this contribution. This abstract will also be used to make a concise booklet that will be handed out at the beginning of conference and possibly used, by professional abstracting services when referencing papers in the Proceedings Volume.
General

Contributed papers must be in English and should report original work in connection with the science and technology of Light Sources and their Applications. 

The authors should submit for consideration a final paper with a maximum length of two A4 (210x297mm) pages (including figures and references).

Deadline for receipt of contributed papers is April 23, 2012
The authors must transfer the copyright to the International Scientific Committee (ISC). It is necessary that all the submitted material whose copyright is transferred to the ISC is itself copyright free. Please download the copyright transfer form from the web page, fill, sign and send it back along with your paper abstract.
The authors are responsible for the content and style of the contribution. Use this template file for preparing the papers.

The LS13 Committee will review all contributed papers. If their scientific quality and/or general presentation is poor, they may be rejected. 

Accepted papers will be included in the conference proceedings and will be presented as posters. The ISC will select about 30 of them for 15-minute oral presentations (Landmark papers). 

NOTE: All accepted papers (Landmark and Contributed) presented during the conference are eligible, in extended form, for publication in LS13 Special Issues of leading international journals.
Format Information

Format
The authors are responsible for format of the contribution. The Conference organizers will carry out neither editing nor re-typing. Contributed papers that do not conform to the format described below may be rejected. 

The paper should be submitted on A4 (210x297mm) paper (please setup your printer preferences to this format). Maximum paper length: 2 pages in one column. The pages must not be numbered.

Margins:

Top, Bottom: 2.5 cm;    Left and Right : 2 cm
Fonts must be: 

· Title: Times 14, Bold, centered (style “Heading 1”)

· Authors names: Times 12, bold, centered (style “Author”)

· Affiliations: Times 10, Italic, centered (style “Institution”)

· Main text or “Normal”: Times 11, justified in left and right

· Figure caption: Times 10, italic (style “Figure”)

· References: Times 11, normal, flush on the left-hand margin (style “Reference”)

· Major headings or “Heading 2” (Times 11, capital, bold) and subheadings or “Heading 3” (Times 11, bold) are placed flush on the left-hand margin on a separate line.

Figures and equations

Papers may include figures. Photographs are also acceptable. The proceedings will be printed in full color, so authors are free to use color in their figures. 

Since papers will be reproduced in the proceedings at 50% of the original, please ensure yourself that the figures, figure labels, and captions are adequately readable.

Be sure that all of the content, including figures, photographs, etc. are copyright free.

A caption should be attached to each figure.

Equation numbers must be in parenthesis and placed flush with right-hand margin of the page. 
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List and number all references at the end of the paper. When referring to them in the text, type the corresponding reference number between brackets as shown at the end of this sentence [1].
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
